Does the Library Still Use the 

Dewey Decimal System? 
As library staff, we hear this question a lot.  

Perhaps some of you have asked this 

question yourself.  We think many people 

are remembering the old days when 

libraries used card catalogs and one had to 

go through drawers full of index cards to 

find where items in the library were 

located.  Whatever the reason, the question 

is asked frequently and tells us there is 

some confusion over what exactly is the 

Dewey Decimal System.   

 To start, the Dewey Decimal System 

(or Dewey Decimal Classification) was 

created by Melville Dewey and released in 

1876.  This system organizes books on 

library shelves in a specific and repeatable 

order that makes it easy to find any book 

and return it to its proper place on the 

shelves.  Basically, we  use it to divide non-

fiction works into ten general categories 

using numbers that range from 000 ς 999.  

It is in this manner that library staff are able 

to place materials about a similar subject 

together.   

 The 10 broad areas of Dewey are: 

  Items are placed on the shelf in

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increasing numerical order of the decimal 

number (050, 220, 340, 560, etc).  Each 

number of the call number further defines 

the subject of the item. 

 For example, an item with a call 

number of     323.4  

                        Smith         

can be defined as 300 means it is found in 

the social science category.  320 would put 

it in the sub category of political science.  

323 further break the subject down into 

civil and political rights.     323.4 means this 

particular item is about specific civil rights: 

limitation and suspension of civil rights.    

Finally, the item is given its unique location 

from others with the same subject by the 

Smith located on the second line of the call

name.   

 What does all this mean to you?  

Well, first off it means that library staff is 

able to place items of the same subject 

matter together for you to find it more 

easily.  It allows us to provide a sense of 

organization in an often unorganized world.   

Think of it this way.  When you do a 

computer search on Google, and get 

1,234,567 search results, those are not 

placed in a specific order for you.  You have 

no way of knowing if result number 

1,234,498 is the best answer for you.  I do 

know that when I go to 567.9 on any public

going to find the books about dinosaurs.   

 So, does the library still use the 

Dewey Decimal System?  We sure do.  As do 

95% of the public libraries in the United 

States.  (Special thanks to the Monroe County Library System 

website and the Hershey Public Library website for information on 

this subject)
