The JBPL ¢ One Busy Place

As the library staff continues to work
on putting together statistics for Fiscal Year
11, one thing continues to be clear. The
library is a busy place and well used

by the Bourne Community.
For instance 161,040
items were checked

out from the

library, a figure
which holds steady
from the prior year.
105,688 people came through the doors of
the building with an average of 392 people
a day. The biggest daily average was in
August when 503 people a day stopped in.
January was the lowest with 354.

Library staff members are often
asked about volunteers. In the past year,
97 individuals donated over 1,700 hours to
the library. These numbers reflect only
those who wish to be counted, as some
volunteers choose to remain anonymous.
These people assist library staff by putting
away library items returned, processing
library materials, work the book sales and
other events, and so much more. The
library would not survive without them.

Finally, the last statistic we will
mention here is the use of the CLAMS
Network. The JBPL has been part of this
regional library network for over twenty
years and Bourne residents continue to
make heavy use of it. 23,942 items were
borrowed from other libraries, not just
CLAMS but Massachusetts as a whole.
These are items the library did not have to

purchase or extra copies of best sellers that




reduce the wait time for customers on the
holds list.

As one can see, the library remains a
happening place and used by the entire
Bourne community. If you have not been in
lately, check us out either in person or
online at www.bournelibrary.org. You

won’t believe what we have to offer.
