The JBPL – One Busy Library 
Some of you may have seen our “Value of 

the Library” packet we have at the 

circulation desk.  Many of you may not 

have.  We just wanted to take a moment to 

show how busy your local library is. 

Circulation – In Fiscal Year (FY) 10 (the 

period from July 1, 2009 – June 30, 2010) 

the library checked out 161,485 items.  This 

is the highest amount ever done by the 

JBPL.  In FY 2008, we circulated 148,540 

items.  So far for this year, we are roughly 

equal to last year’s numbers.   

CLAMS – Bourne residents borrowed 

23,550 items from the CLAMS network.  

Many of these items are not owned by our 

library or are so popular we cannot get 

enough copies to meet demand.  Bourne is 

a net borrower which means we borrow 

more than we send to other libraries.   
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Childrens – 8,550 people attended the 278 

programs offered by the Youth Services 

staff.   

Visits – On average, 396 people per day 

came into the library during FY 10.  In July, 

that number was 513 people per day.  Even 

the “slowest” month (Dec) sees an average 

of 336 people per day. 

Value – The library budget in FY 10 was 

$578,097.  If you placed a value on the 

number of items checked out, use of the 

meeting rooms, attendance at programs for 

adults and children, online databases used 

as well as computer time used, the total 

value would be $2,323,567.  That’s a return 

on investment of 401% (meaning that for 

every dollar spent of the library budget, 

$4.01 was given back to the community.  

(Stop by the library for a complete chart of 

the value of the library) 

 

As one can see, the library is a busy place 

that continues to work towards fulfilling its 

mission of “Stimulating people’s 

imaginations, supporting parents who want 

their children to become readers and 

providing access to the online world for 

everyone”.   

 

(Please note, FY 10 figures are used as the 

budget year for the library runs July 1st – 

June 30th.  Figures for this year will be 

completed this summer).
