New Databases 

Added to 

Website 
Thanks to a deal 

worked out between the Massachusetts 

Library System (MLS) and the Boston Public 

Library, 13 new databases have been added 

to the list of resources available to 

Massachusetts residents.  New resources 

include Opposing Viewpoints in context, 

Literature Resource Center, LitFinder, 

Books and Authors and Business and 

Company Resource Center.  A complete list 

of databases is available on the JBPL 

website under Online Resources.  Resources 

are listed in alphabetical order and have a 

brief description explaining what subjects 

they cover best.   

 Another change that is taking place 

with the databases is how you log into 

them.  The Massachusetts Board of Library 

Commissioners, along with MLS, is slowly 

converting database log-ins to a geography 

based system.  If you are at a computer 

anywhere in Massachusetts, the database 

vendor will recognize your IP address as 

being located within the Commonwealth.  

Once it does this, the user is logged in 

without needing to type in a library card 

number.  If you are headed out of state, you 

can still access these resources as the 

system will prompt you for your Bourne 

library card number when it does not 

recognize where the IP address you are 

using is from.  Databases using this new 

login feature are found on our online 

resources page with the “from anywhere” 

log in link.

Meet the JBPL Community ɀ 

Randall Mason 

Randy Mason has been cataloger at JBPL 
for fifteen years, also working in 
reference and circulation.  He has worked 
in reference at Falmouth, Sturgis, and 
Plymouth public libraries; as cataloger at 
the University of Rhode Island, Boston 
University, and Mass. State libraries; and 
as a researcher at the library of Plimoth 
Plantation. He has lived, worked, and 

gone to college throughout the U.S., from 
Michigan to Mississippi, and Maine to the 
Pacific Northwest.  He worked for 10 
years in archaeology, obtaining two 
degrees, and working for federal agencies, 
museums, and private contractors.  When 
in graduate school, he supervised the 
largest magnetic survey ever done on 
land in the history of New World 
archaeology.  He bought and sold books 
for four years, mostly at one of the largest

of Portland, Oregon.  While there he 
indulged his bibliophilia, collecting 
hundreds of books on books, and allied 
subjects.

He is five time winner of 
the Buster Keaton Prize for solemnity of 
countenance in everyday life, awarded by 
the Cape Cod Theatre Guild.
