The JBPL
has many downloadable audio and
EBook items avialable for you through
our Overdrive subscripion.

By going to our homepage and clicking
the blue download icon (shown above),




you can begin to download audiobooks,
EBooks and music whenever you want.
All you need to start is your CLAMS
library card. The first time you log in to
Overdrive, software will be downloaded
onto your PC which will allow you to
have access to the content. Browse and
check out items just as you would if you
were at the library. Materials are
borrowed for 7 or 14 days and may be
renewed once. Collections are
continuing to grow so check back often
as more items are added.

Most portable devices will work with
Overdrive (unfortunately, the Amazon
Kindle is not one of them). For a
complete list of items available,
supported players, or more detailed
instructions, click on the Overdrive icon
on our webpage.
